ANNUAL REPORT BY VIRGINIA BETA BOARD

On behalf of the Virginia Beta Board, I am pleased to report
that the fraternity remains in outstanding shape with an ac-
tive membership of some 50 undergraduates and the premises
at One University Circle are in good condition.

Claim by National

As reported in an earlier email, recently the national through
counsel protested that using the term “pre-2000 Phi Delta
Theta” on the fraternity and alumni website constituted a rep-
resentation of succession of Phi Society to the pre-2000 Phi
Delt house. The Phi Society has long carefully avoided any
such representation, and is in fact devoid of any such claim;
nor would any such affirmation be desirable in any event.
The Virginia Beta Board Executive Committee was prepared
to challenge this baseless assertion. However, upon its legal
counsel’s advice, the Alumni Association, which maintains
the website, preferred to avoid any legal challenge to the Phi
Society’s position on this matter. Given that we have a long
and productive relationship with the Alumni Association, we
had no objection to them taking away any reference to “Phil
Delta Theta” or “Phi Delt” on the website. The Phi Society
website continues to be maintained and Phi Delta Theta and
Phi Society alumni can access it as before.

Finances and Donation Giving

As always, the House is operating on a sound financial foot-
ing with an annual budget of some $238,750 funded by rent,
dues, and meal plan revenues. Some $90,000 in funds from

alumni contribution and other sources remain invested in
Funds under the auspices of the UVA Fund at Alumni Hall
or as cash on hand for capital expenses. Since January 1, 2016,
$50,067 have been received in gifts from Virginia Beta alum-
ni, parents, and friends (see page eight). The mortgage is pres-
ently $212,000.

House Leadership

The Board remains most impressed with the quality of the
leadership at the House. Exec in 2017 under the Presidency
of Dillon Wild ’18, has navigated an exemplary year at the
University. New officers, (see page five) will take office in
January 2018 under the leadership of a legacy Phi: Campbell
Edwards ’19, President, son of David Edwards ’90. Another
legacy, Nick Grossman ’20, son of Matt Grossman "91, will
serve as Alumni Chair.

Meal Plan

In the 1990s, virtually all UVA fraternities replaced cooks
with catering services. In recent years at Phi Society and other
houses, participation in House lunches and dinners declined.
The VAB Executive Committee has worked successfully with
the undergraduate Exec to revitalize the Meal Plan program
at the House. Currently, all but a few actives are on the meal
plan. The Kitchen Manager sees to the determination of de-
sirable menus, works closely with the caterer, and maintains
the kitchen in safe and sanitary condition.

Dining Room Restoration

For a number of years the Board has considered restoring the
original dining room at One University Circle, which was
converted into two bedrooms during the 1988 renovation.
With the positive development in participation in the meal
plan and support from the actives, the VAB Board will begin
planning for such possible restoration with work commencing
in summer 2018 or 2019. It is anticipated that the project will
be funded by existing reserves as well as alumni contributions.

Facility Management

One University Circle continues to be well managed by Pied-
mont Facilities Management (PFM), a well-regarded real es-
tate management firm in Charlottesville. The VAB Board has
been very pleased with the work of PEM, which throughout
this year has undertaken routine and major maintenance and
repair. New furniture has been purchased for the Chapter and
Virginia rooms most of which has been in the House for some
15 years or more. In addition, the House Manager performs
a number of tasks.

Throughout the year, Phi Society has continued to build
upon its stellar reputation on Grounds and has put itself in a
position to thrive in the future at the University.

Extracurricular Activities and Club Team Intramu-

rals

The brothers of Phi Society have continued to remain active in
the University and Charlottesville communities over the past
year. Brothers are currently participating in various organiza-
tions including Student and Class Councils, UVA Athletics,
WUVA, Order of Omega, and numerous committees within
the Inter-Fraternity Council.

“In Coelo Quies Est”

David L. Reese (Col *74, Grad ’78, Arch ’81) of New York City died February 3, 2016. At the University, he volunteered with
Madison House and was a member of the Raven Society. After his graduation from the School of Architecture, Mr. Reese began
a career devoted to historic sites, serving as curator of Gracie Mansion, the historic residence of mayors of New York City, from
1987 to 2002 and as resident director of George Mason’s Gunston Hall from 2003 to 2012. He was curator of the Louis Arm-
strong House Museum in New York City from 2012 until his death. He loved history, decorative arts, and music.

Ernest Pascal Zobian Jr. (Col ’61) of Ocean Grove, New Jersey, died March 10, 2016. At the University, he was a member of
the baseball team, German Club and Skull and Keys. After graduation, he pursued a career in publishing and independent writ-
ing. He passionately advocated for the environment and wrote on the dangers posed by discharges from nuclear power plants.
Mr. Zobian was known for his wide array of hats and his wit. He enjoyed baseball, bike rides, the beach, and reading The New
York Times.

Nevel DeHart (Col ’73) of Waterford, Virginia, died January 29, 2017. At the University, he served as a resident advisor and was
involved in the fraternity’s intramural sports teams. He was a business executive and a devoted family man.

George Gianakos (Col ’52) of Lynchburg, Virginia, died March 10, 2017. He served in the U.S. Army. He spent his life in
the restaurant business, first with the G & H Restaurant and later a Kentucky Fried Chicken franchise, both in Waynesboro,
Virginia. He always made time for his family, playing spirited tennis matches, coaching Little League, and bowling and playing
pingpong with his grandchildren. A Southern gentleman, he was a gracious host and a vocal fan of UVA basketball. Survivors
include several UVA legacies: two daughters, Cynthia Gianakos Oates (Grad ’82) and Elizabeth Gianakos (Col ’83); a son, Dean
Gianakos (Med ’84); and two grandsons, George S. Gianakos(Col '13) and Gus J. Gianakos (Col ’14).
